FUND RAISING POLICY

2003-2004 SEASON

The yearbook is a fundraising tool for the organization as a whole and for the individual player.  The following criteria will be in effect for the 2003-2004 season.

1. The first $300 raised by the player goes directly to the club.

2. The next $300 raised by the player foes directly to the players ice fees.

3. All monies raised after the initial $600 will be split 50 – 50 between the player and the club.

Example:  
Little Johnny raises $750.00 through his hard work and diligence in promoting the club.  The first $300 goes to the club.  The second $300 goes to little Johnny’s ice fees and the remaining $150 gets split between Little Johnny ($75) and the club ($75).  Little Johnny ends up earning $375 towards his ice fees and the club also earns $375.
